Kindergarten uniform rules

All items should be clearly marked with your child’s name.

Anything that needs to be hung up will require a sewn-on loop.

Long hair must be worn tied back with navy, black or neutral hair ties or a
Lower School tartan scrunchie.

Headbands are allowed if they are plain and navy or Lower School tartan, with
no additional detailing e.g. flowers or bows. Hair clips must be navy.

Earrings may be plain studs only.

Earrings must be removed for PE.

No make-up, including nail varnish.

For religious reasons, any pupil may wear plain black or navy leggings
underneath the culottes or kilt.

If parents wish their daughter to cover her head, this should be with a plain
headscarf, firmly tied at the back of the neck and tucked into the blouse collar.
For safety reasons, loose veils may not be worn.

Lower School uniform rules

e Allitems should be clearly marked with your child’s name.

e Anything that needs to be hung up will require a sewn-on loop.

e Long hair must be worn tied back with navy, black or neutral hair ties or a
Lower School tartan scrunchie.

e Headbands are allowed if they are plain navy or Lower School tartan, with no
additional detailing e.g. flowers or bows. Hair clips must be navy.

e Earrings may be plain studs only.

e Earrings must be removed for PE and Games.

e Hair must be of natural colour.

e No make-up, including nail varnish.

e Smart watches are not allowed to be worn in school.

e For religious reasons, please note that pupils may wear plain black or navy
leggings underneath their kilt.

e If your daughter’s head needs to be covered for religious reasons, this should
be with a plain headscarf, firmly tied at the back of the neck and tucked into
the blouse collar. For safety reasons, loose veils may not be worn.

e Any jewellery which must be worn for religious reasons may be permitted on
receipt of a written request to the Vice Principal. Examples may include:

o Hindu — Rakhi (a cotton bracelet) — this cannot be removed.
o Sikhism — Kara (metal bracelet 1 of the 5 Ks)
o Christian Orthodox — cross necklace

e Where possible, jewellery should be removed for PE lessons however, if
religious bracelets are unable to be removed these will need to be taped so
that the pupils are safe during lessons. If you are unsure please do have a
conversation with the school so that we can work together to ensure there is a
mutually agreed way forward.

Senior School uniform rules

All items should be clearly marked with your daughter’s name.
As a guide, the length of kilts should be knee length to 12 inches above the
knee. Under no circumstances should the kilt be shorter than 3 inches above
the middle of the kneecap.
No bracelets, rings or necklaces may be worn.
Jewellery that includes religious symbols may be permitted on receipt of a
written request.
One pair of small plain ear studs is acceptable.
Earrings must be removed for PE and Games.
Any other piercings are not acceptable.
Long hair must be worn tied back with navy, black or neutral hair ties.
Hair accessories should be navy or black and understated ie hairband, small
bow
Hair must be of natural colour.
Nail varnish, Gel or Acrylic nails are not allowed.
Make-up such as a light foundation only, will be allowed if it is natural and
understated. No eye or lip make-up is permitted.
False eyelashes are not permitted.
Smart watches are not allowed to be worn in school.
For religious reasons, please note that pupils may wear plain black or navy
leggings underneath their kilt.
If your daughter’s head needs to be covered for religious reasons, this should
be with a plain headscarf, firmly tied at the back of the neck and tucked into
the blouse collar. For safety reasons, loose veils may not be worn.
Any jewellery which must be worn for religious reasons may be permitted on
receipt of a written request to the Principal, if discrete in size. Examples may
include:

o Hindu — Rakhi (a cotton bracelet) — this cannot be removed.

o Sikhism — Kara (metal bracelet 1 of the 5 Ks)

o Christian Orthodox — cross necklace



Where possible, jewellery should be removed for PE lessons however, if
religious bracelets are unable to be removed these will need to be taped so
that the pupils are safe during lessons. If you are unsure please do have a
conversation with the school so that we can work together to ensure there is a
mutually agreed way forward.
